We aim 
to help each of our youth recognise and develop his 
or her potential and build meaningful supportive 
friendships.
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Muhd Razanoor Bin Mohd Hishams þrst visited Youth Inn in January 2008. 
Soon we began to see Razanoor more often at our center after school hours.  
With a laid back attitude and showing no interest in his schoolwork, Razanoor 
participated in the Club’s activities reluctantly.  After much encouragement, he 
joined in our mentoring activity, where he paired up with a volunteer-mentor 
from Republic Polytechnic and we began to work with him through counselling 
and mentorship.

Over time, Razanoor started to show improvements in his interest and ways in 
handling situations. He attended the Club’s activities regularly and developed 
a healthy self-esteem and discipline. òLast year December 2008, he attained 
improved grades in his studies and he was selected to represent his school 
for an overseas expedition,” commented Pauline Lee, Community Welfare 
Worker of Youth Inn.  

Razanoor had since been taking on an active role at our Youth Inn programmes 
and has started organising and leading some of the activities. He was 
nominated as Youth Leader at one of our events!  Way to go Razanoor!
